How guitar tabs work

Unlike sheet music, which provides a symbolic representation of notes
and chords based on scales and music theory, guitar tablature
—known as tab—uses a visual diagram of the guitar to convey which
frets and strings to play.
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The frets: The rectangular divisions on the neck of the
guitar underneath the strings. Pressing strings down on
different frets gives you a range of sounds when you play.
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
